Video 
submissions should be clearly visible and audible and not contain profane, sexually 
explicit or graphically violent images or language. The video submitted will be the one 
and only performance for all levels of the Talent Hunt. 

Contestants must be properly attired during their performance. Males must wear a dark 
suit and tie or appropriate attire. Females must wear a dressy dress, or a simple short or 
long evening dress. No T-shirts, jeans, sneakers, etc. 

Selected performances will be shown during the Chapters’ Local Talent Hunt Showcase 
on Saturday, March 20, 2021 via Zoom at 1:00pm.
